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response to predatory offenders
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Registrants in Chaska

• 33 registrants
• 32 are compliant – 1 is non-complaint
• 6 Level I registrants
• 1 Level II registrants
• 0 Level III registrants
• 26 have no assigned level



Non-Compliant?

• The subject has not returned an annual 
verification letter to BCA within 10 days.

• The verification letter was returned by the 
Post Office.

• Law enforcement or probation has learned 
the subject is no longer at their primary 
address.

When a Level I 
(or no assigned level) 

arrives in town
• Police Officer or Detective meets with 
registrant at his primary residence to 
confirm reported information
• Detective updates photographs regularly
• Detective monitors BCA website for non-
compliance – including registrants working 
and visiting regularly



When a Level I 
(or no assigned level) 

arrives in town
• Detective meets with homeless registrants 
weekly
• Coming soon… mid-year visits with all 
registrants



When a Level II 
arrives in town

• In addition to Level I response…
• A Detective meets with registrants and 
communicates department philosophy of 
aggressive enforcement of registration laws
• Photo is updated annually



When a Level II 
arrives in town

• Notification…
• Facilities where people who may be 
possible victims may gather (examples: 5-
year-old vs. elderly victim)
• Redistribution issues



When a Level III 
arrives in town

• In addition to Level I and II response…

• Photo is updated twice annually

• A community-wide notification will be 
conducted using a variety of resources 
including print media, CPD newsletter and 
City website, neighborhood flyers, and a 
community meeting



Detectives response 
to non-compliance

• Investigate to determine reason for non-
compliance.  

• Determine new primary address or other 
required information

• Arrest/request charges for unreported 
information

• Request arrest warrant for those that cannot 
be located.



Examples of Chaska enforcement

• Alternate address in Chaska not reported
– Discovered by officer making a DWI arrest of the 

registrant’s girlfriend

• Primary address not changed
– Discovered when BCA letter returned by Post Office

• Primary address not reported when registrant 
moved into the state
– Discovered when employment backgrounder found 

information on public website and provided tip to CPD
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
